Costs and Dates:

Camp Morrison costs $150.  This amount is reduced by the “Scout Bucks” that scouts have earned in the previous year.  We need an accurate count by May 3rd.  Please be prepared at that time to say if you are planning on attending.  Some merit badges have additional costs.

Before we leave- Physicals and planning:

Everyone who is going to be in camp for 72 hours or longer must have a physical.  Scouts and adults under the age of 40 must have a Class 2 medical exam every 3 years.  If you have turned in a physical to the troop within the last three years please check with Steve to insure that the personal/medical history is up to date.  Adults over the age of 40 must have a Class3 medical form filled out every year.

Get those Tote N’ Chits taken care of before we leave.

Activities:

Everyone should sign up for 4-6 activities by the 12th of June.  Most of those slots will be merit badges.  New Scouts should sign up for the “first Year Camper Program” where they will work on rank advancement.  This will take three activity slots.  Past experience shows that 1st year scouts should only take 1 merit badge in addition to the rank advancement classes.  As a troop we will do some activities such as wall climbing, archery and campfire.

Cullimore High Adventure:

Older boys (13 by Jan 31st 2004) may be interested in Cullimore, a high adventure program available afternoons at Morrison.  Planned activities for this year include whitewater rafting, 240 foot rappelling down a cliff, rock climbing and an overnight hike and campout.  Cullimore costs an additional $30.

T-Shirts:

T-Shirts are available at camp but can be purchased at a discount ($8) if ordered by May 4th 2004.

Other Notes:

In addition to the regular items on the camping checklist, your scoutbook and full uniform are required.

You do not need to bring any cooking supplies or mess kits, as the camp will be providing all meals.
